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ABB Manual Control Unit
The ABB control box is a simple On/Off manual starter that cannot be interfaced with any other controls.  It features a built in thermal overload based on motor size, voltage and full load amp rating.  It will accommodate up to a 10HP motor at 460 volts.  The enclosure box is an IP65 intended for interior applications.  See chart below for proper Starter / Overload selection.

Components & Assembly
Control box components (left to right)

IP 65 Enclosure Top Cover– Bottom - Starter/Overload – Extension arm
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The fully assembled control box (see below) has knock-out plugs on both the top and bottom for wire routing.  The box measures 90.5mm (3-9/16”) in width, 146mm (5-3/4”) in length and 95.25mm (3-3/4”) in depth.  
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Assembly

1.  Mount the bottom of the box in the preferred location using four screws. For mounting purposes the center to center hole dimensions in the bottom of the box are 76mm (3”) in width, and 115mm (4.5”) in length.  (See back of box below).  The inside of the box shows the proper top/bottom orientation.
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2.Insert and attach the starter/overload into the box by overlapping the top angled edge of the starter over the guide rail (see photo below) and then gently pushing the bottom of the starter into place. 
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If for any reason you need to remove the starter/overload from the box, insert a small slotted screwdriver into the locking pin at the bottom of the starter/overload and gently pull it down to the bottom side.  (See photo below)
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(Refer to the applicable owner’s manual for wiring the control box)

3. Slide the extension arm (black) onto the top side of the starter, lining up the two holes and insert and tighten the small screw to secure it. (See photo below)
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4. Turn the red On/Off switch on the top cover to the Off position.  Place the top cover over the box and tighten the retaining screws.
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Note:  The switch can be raised to allow for Lock-out Tag-out safety protocol.
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
