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Pulse Valve Maintenance
NOTE:  Ensure that all compressed air and power to the pulse panel is secured and lockout/tagout is complete as per your plant procedures.  There is no need to secure power to the fans, and they can be left operating if so desired.

Step 1:  Ensure air and power is off

Step 2: Open air/water drain valve on bottom of air reservoir. 
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Step 3: Remove power of top of solenoid valve.

Step 4: Remove top of valve from main valve body by removing the 6 hold down bolts (12 mm wrench).

Remove 4 bolts first, leaving two bolt (across of each other) still in but loose. Loosen valve top, then remove last two screws. Wipe down all surfaces with a lent free rag.
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Step 5: Remove diaphragm from valve top.
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Step 6: Inspect main diaphragm. Wipe down plastic seat with lint free rag.  Ensure that both air bleed holes are free of any debris.
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Step 7: Remove solenoid coil from valve.
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Step 8:  Remove secondary diaphragm cover. Using an 8mm nut driver (or equivalent) remove the 4 bolts and separate the cover and diaphragm from the cover.
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Step 9: Inspect diaphragm and seating surfaces and clean with lint free rag.  Ensure that diaphragm air bleed hole is free of any debris.

Step 10:  Using a Phipps screw driver remove the top cover plate to access the valve trip plunger.
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Step 11:  Remove plunger and wipe down all surfaces with a lint free rag.
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Step 12:  Reassemble valve in the reverse order of the above steps.  Care must be taken to ensure that diaphragms and springs are installed in the proper direction.  After valve is assembled and wiring reattached energize compressed air and pulse panel power and test valve.  No air should be wiping from the air release hole.
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
